It seems like after a week of
being on the snow | would see some sort of pattern, but | feel like | ended the trip with the same amount of
confidence | entered it with, and didn’'t feel comfortable exposing myself to hardly anything.

| attached a couple photos of aslide | saw toward the head end of Swam Creek. The crown was 2-5' deep and
~2000" wide, and it stopped within 50" of old growth timber.
